Sec. 2119a. In calculating insurance eligibility points for purposes of determining eligibility for automobile
insurance and for purposes of applying underwriting rules, only the highest applicable insurance €eligibility
point value shall be accumulated for any single occurrence involving more than 1 violation, or for any single
occurrence involving 1 or more violations together with 1 substantially at-fault accident determination.
