Act 218 of 1956

500.1334 Person subject to registration; providing information to insurer.
Sec. 1334. A person within an insurance holding company system subject to registration is required to

provide complete and accurate information to an insurer if the information is reasonably necessary to enable
the insurer to comply with the provisions of this chapter.
