proprietary function; to authorize the purchase of liability insurance to protect against loss arising out of this liability; 
to provide for defending certain claims made against public officers, employees, and volunteers and for paying damages 
sought or awarded against them; to provide for the legal defense of public officers, employees, and volunteers; to provide 
for reimbursement of public officers and employees for certain legal expenses; and to repeal acts and parts of acts,” by 
amending section 2a (MCL 691.1402a), as amended by 2012 PA 50.
