This requirement may include  4 
 
transmission of reports via electronic mail to the recipients  5 
 
identified for each reporting requirement, or it may include  6 
 
placement of reports on an Internet or Intranet site. 7 
 
 Sec. 205. Funds appropriated in part 1 shall not be used for  8 
 
the purchase of foreign goods or services, or both, if  9 
 
competitively priced and of comparable quality American goods or  10 
 
services, or both, are available. Preference shall be given to  11 
 
goods or services, or both, manufactured or provided by Michigan  12 
 
businesses, if they are competitively priced and of comparable  13 
 
quality. In addition, preference shall be given to goods or  14 
 
services, or both, that are manufactured or provided by Michigan  15 
 
businesses owned and operated by veterans, if they are  16 
 
competitively priced and of comparable quality. 17 
 
 Sec. 206. The director shall take all reasonable steps to  18 
 
ensure businesses in deprived and depressed communities compete for  19 
 
and perform contracts to provide services or supplies, or both.  20 
 
Each director shall strongly encourage firms with which the  21 
 
department contracts to subcontract with certified businesses in  22 
 
depressed and deprived communities for services, supplies, or both. 23 
 
 Sec. 207. The departments and agencies receiving  24 
 
appropriations in part 1 shall prepare a report on out-of-state  25 
 
travel expenses not later than January 1 of each year.

 (a) Fiscal year-to-date expenditures by category. 2 
 
 (b) Fiscal year-to-date expenditures by appropriation unit.  3 
 
 (c) Fiscal year-to-date payments to a selected vendor,  4 
 
including the vendor name, payment date, payment amount, and  5 
 
payment description. 6 
 
 (d) The number of active department employees by job  7 
 
classification. 8 
 
 (e) Job specifications and wage rates. 9 
 
 Sec. 212. Within 14 days after the release of the executive  10 
 
budget recommendation, the department shall cooperate with the  11 
 
state budget office to provide the senate and house appropriations  12 
 
chairs, the subcommittees, respectively, and the senate and house  13 
 
fiscal agencies with an annual report on estimated state restricted  14 
 
fund balances, state restricted fund projected revenues, and state  15 
 
restricted fund expenditures for the fiscal years ending September  16 
 
30, 2016 and September 30, 2017. 17 
 
 Sec. 213. The department shall maintain, on a publicly  18 
 
accessible website, a department scorecard that identifies, tracks,  19 
 
and regularly updates key metrics that are used to monitor and  20 
 
improve the agency's performance.

 Sec. 214. Total authorized appropriations from all sources  22 
 
under part 1 for legacy costs for the fiscal year ending September  23 
 
30, 2017 is $11,911,300.00.

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 Sec. 215. The department shall not take disciplinary action  1 
 
against an employee for communicating with a member of the  2 
 
legislature or his or her staff. 3 
 
 Sec. 233. In addition to the metrics required under section  4 
 
447 of the management and budget act, 1984 PA 431, MCL 18.1447, for  5 
 
each new program or program enhancement for which funds in excess  6 
 
of $500,000.00 are appropriated in part 1, the department shall  7 
 
provide not later than November 1, 2016 a list of program-specific  8 
 
metrics intended to measure its performance based on a return on  9 
 
taxpayer investment. The department shall deliver the program- 10 
 
specific metrics to members of the senate and house subcommittees  11 
 
that have subject matter jurisdiction for this budget, fiscal  12 
 
agencies, and the state budget director. The department shall  13 
 
provide an update on its progress in tracking program-specific  14 
 
metrics and the status of program success at an appropriations  15 
 
subcommittee meeting called for by the subcommittee chair.

horse pulling contests at county fairs when local jurisdictions  25 
 
request state assistance. 26 
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 (d) Laboratory support analyses to determine foreign  1 
 
substances in horses engaged in racing or pulling contests at  2 
 
tracks. 3 
 
 (e) Laboratory support analyses of food, livestock, and  4 
 
agricultural products for disease, foreign products for disease,  5 
 
toxic materials, foreign substances, and quality standards. 6 
 
 (f) Laboratory support test samples for other state and local  7 
 
agencies and public or private organizations. 8 
 
 (2) The department may receive and expend revenue from the  9 
 
fees authorized under subsection (1), subject to appropriation, for  10 
 
the purpose of recovering expenses associated with the work  11 
 
activities and services described in subsection (1). Fee revenue  12 
 
collected by the department under subsection (1) shall not lapse to  13 
 
the state general fund at the end of the fiscal year but shall  14 
 
carry forward for appropriation by the legislature in the  15 
 
subsequent fiscal year.

 (3) The report required by subsection (2) shall include  2 
 
information about the changes and their effects on rates and  3 
 
expenditures. 4 
 
 Sec. 904. (1) Not later than May 31 of the current fiscal  5 
 
year, the department shall provide a report on the CMHSPs, PIHPs,  6 
 
regional entities designated by the department as PIHPs, and  7 
 
managing entities for substance use disorders to the members of the  8 
 
house and senate appropriations subcommittees on the department  9 
 
budget, the house and senate fiscal agencies, and the state budget  10 
 
director that includes the information required by this section.

include the director, chief executive, and chief operating officers  3 
 
and other members identified as executive staff. 4 
 
 (j) Substance use disorder prevention, education, and  5 
 
treatment program expenditures stratified by department-designated  6 
 
community mental health entity, by central diagnosis and referral  7 
 
agency, by fund source, by population served, and by service type.  8 
 
 (k) Substance use disorder prevention, education, and  9 
 
treatment program expenditures per state client, with data on the  10 
 
distribution of expenditures reported using a histogram approach. 11 
 
 (l) Substance use disorder prevention, education, and  12 
 
treatment program number of services provided by central diagnosis  13 
 
and referral agency and by service type. Additionally, data on  14 
 
length of stay, referral source, and participation in other state  15 
 
programs.

The population data used in determining the  11 
 
distribution of substance use disorder block grant funds shall be  12 
 
from the most recent federal census. 13 
 
 Sec. 998. For distribution of state general funds to CMHSPs,  14 
 
if the department decides to use census data, the department shall  15 
 
use the most recent federal decennial census data available. 16 
 
 Sec. 1003. The department shall notify the Michigan  17 
 
Association of Community Mental Health Boards when developing  18 
 
policies and procedures that will impact PIHPs or CMHSPs. 19 
 
 Sec. 1004. The department shall report on the implementation  20 
 
of recommendations to achieve more uniformity in capitation  21 
 
payments made to the PIHPs to the senate and house appropriations  22 
 
subcommittees on the department budget, the senate and house fiscal  23 
 
agencies, and the state budget director by March 1 of the current  24 
 
fiscal year. 25

 Sec. 1011. It is the intent of the legislature that any funds  19 
 
that lapse from the funds appropriated in part 1 for Medicaid  20 
 
mental health services shall be redistributed to individual CMHSPs  21 
 
based on the community mental health non-Medicaid services  22 
 
distribution formula in effect during the current fiscal year. By  23 
 
April 1 of the current fiscal year, the department shall report to  24 
 
the house and senate appropriations subcommittees on the department  25 
 
budget, the house and senate fiscal agencies, and the state budget  26 
 
office on the lapse by PIHP from the previous fiscal year and the  27 
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projected lapse by PIHP in the current fiscal year. 1

For the purpose of this  3 
 
appropriation, "free health clinics" means nonprofit organizations  4 
 
that use volunteer health professionals to provide care to  5 
 
uninsured individuals.

This initiative will  22 
 
test new payment methodologies, support improved population health  23 
 
outcomes, and support improved infrastructure for technology and  24 
 
data sharing and reporting. The funds will be used to provide  25 
 
financial support directly to regions participating in the model  26 
 
test and to support statewide stakeholder guidance and technical  27 
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support. 1 
 
 (2) Outcomes and performance measures for the initiative under  2 
 
subsection (1) include, but are not limited to, the following: 3 
 
 (a) Increasing the number of physician practices fulfilling  4 
 
patient-centered medical home functions. 5 
 
 (b) Reducing inappropriate health utilization, specifically  6 
 
reducing preventable emergency department visits, reducing the  7 
 
proportion of hospitalizations for ambulatory sensitive conditions,  8 
 
and reducing this state's 30-day hospital readmission rate.  9 
 
 (3) By March 1 and September 1 of the current fiscal year, the  10 
 
department shall submit a written report to the house and senate  11 
 
appropriations subcommittees on the department budget, the house  12 
 
and senate fiscal agencies, and the state budget office on the  13 
 
status of the program and progress made since the prior report. 14 
 
 
 
DISEASE CONTROL, PREVENTION, AND EPIDEMIOLOGY 15 
 
 Sec. 1180. (1) From the funds appropriated in part 1 for the  16 
 
healthy homes program, no less than $1,750,000.00 shall be  17 
 
allocated for lead abatement of homes. 18 
 
 (2) By January 1 of the current fiscal year, the department  19 
 
shall provide a report to the house and senate appropriations  20 
 
subcommittees on the department budget, the house and senate fiscal  21 
 
agencies, and the state budget director on the expenditures and  22 
 
activities undertaken by the lead abatement program in the previous  23 
 
fiscal year from the funds appropriated in part 1 for the healthy  24 
 
homes program. The report shall include, but is not limited to, a  25 
 
funding allocation schedule, expenditures by category of  26 
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expenditure and by subcontractor, revenues received, description of  1 
 
program elements, and description of program accomplishments and  2 
 
progress.

 (5) The department shall develop an enrollment process for  4 
 
pregnant women covered under this section that facilitates the  5 
 
selection of a managed care plan at the time of application. 6 
 
 (6) The department shall mandate enrollment of women, whose  7 
 
qualifying condition is pregnancy, into Medicaid managed care  8 
 
plans. 9 
 
 (7) The department shall encourage physicians to provide  10 
 
women, whose qualifying condition for Medicaid is pregnancy, with a  11 
 
referral to a Medicaid participating dentist at the first  12 
 
pregnancy-related appointment. 13

(1) The department shall require co-payments on  5 
 
dental, podiatric, and vision services provided to Medicaid  6 
 
recipients, except as prohibited by federal or state law or  7 
 
regulation. 8 
 
 (2) Except as otherwise prohibited by federal or state law or  9 
 
regulation, the department shall require Medicaid recipients not  10 
 
enrolled in the Healthy Michigan plan or with an income less than  11 
 
100% of the federal poverty level to pay not less than the  12 
 
following co-payments: 13 
 
 (a) Two dollars for a physician office visit. 14 
 
 (b) Three dollars for a hospital emergency room visit. 15

Healthy Michigan plan with an income of at least 100% of the  24

National Guard. 13

is competitive in comparison with the neighboring air and army  12 
 
national guards from the states of Illinois, Indiana, Ohio, and  13 
 
Wisconsin. 14 
 
 (4) From the funds appropriated in part 1, the Michigan  15 
 
national guard tuition assistance program shall be supported with  16 
 
revenue from the Michigan national guard tuition assistance fund  17 
 
created in in section 4 of the Michigan national guard tuition  18 
 
assistance act, 2014 PA 259, MCL 32.434. As provided in section 4  19 
 
of the Michigan national guard tuition assistance act, 2014 PA 259,  20 
 
MCL 32.434, unexpended funds remaining in the Michigan national  21 
 
guard tuition assistance fund at the end of the fiscal year shall  22 
 
not lapse to the general fund.

MICHIGAN VETERANS AFFAIRS AGENCY ADMINISTRATION 6 
 
 Sec. 400. (1) The MVAA shall provide outreach services to  7 
 
Michigan veterans that advise them on the benefits to which they  8 
 
are entitled, as provided under Executive Reorganization Order No.  9 
 
2013-2, MCL 32.92. The MVAA shall also do the following: 10 
 
 (a) Maintain the staffing partnerships and other resources  11 
 
necessary to develop and operate an outreach program that will  12 
 
communicate benefit eligibility information to at least 50% of  13 
 
Michigan's population of veterans, as assessed by annual census  14 
 
estimates, with a goal of reaching 100% and enabling 100% to access  15 
 
benefit information online. 16 
 
 (b) Communicate veteran benefit information pertaining to the  17 
 
Michigan military family relief fund, Michigan veterans' trust  18 
 
fund, and USDVA health, financial, and memorial benefits to which  19 
 
they are entitled. 20 
 
 (c) Provide sufficient staffing and other resources to approve  21 
 
requests for military discharge certificates (DD-214) annually. 22 
 
 (d) Continue the process to digitize all medical records,  23 
 
military discharge documents, and burial records that are currently  24 
 
on paper and microfilm. 25 
 
 (e) Provide a report, as provided under section 219, on the  26 
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MVAA's performance on the performance measures, outcomes, and  1 
 
initiatives developed by the agency in the strategic plan required  2 
 
by section 501 of 2013 PA 9. 3 
 
 (f) Provide a report to the subcommittees, senate and house  4 
 
fiscal agencies, and the state budget office no later than April 1  5 
 
providing for the following: 6 
 
 (i) To the extent known, data on the estimated number of  7 
 
homeless veterans, by county, in this state. 8 
 
 (ii) A summary of the activities and strategies developed to  9 
 
date under the MVAA community assessment and regional service  10 
 
delivery model pilot. 11 
 
 (2) From the funds appropriated in part 1, the MVAA shall  12 
 
provide for the regional coordination of services, as follows: 13 
 
 (a) Regional coordinators shall be selected by the MVAA  14 
 
through a grant agreement with VSOs or by other means. 15 
 
 (b) Regional coordinators shall provide the following  16 
 
services: 17 
 
 (i) Coordinate veteran benefit counselors' efforts throughout  18 
 
a specified region. 19 
 
 (ii) Coordinate services with the department of health and  20 
 
human services and the department of corrections. 21

 (4) The MVAA shall maintain staffing and resources necessary  9 
 
to develop and implement a process to ensure that all county  10 
 
counselors receive the training and accreditation necessary to  11 
 
provide quality services to our veterans. The MVAA shall report  12 
 
information as provided in section 219 on the number and percentage  13 
 
of county veterans counselors requesting training by the MVAA, with  14 
 
an overall goal of 100% of county veterans counselors trained.

18 
 
These funds shall be used to continue the implementation of an  19 
 
Internet-based data system, to increase the number of county  20 
 
veterans counselors, and to increase the number of counties that  21 
 
provide service to veterans through county veterans counselors.

VETERANS SERVICE ORGANIZATION GRANTS 3

contractor or subcontractor are legally present and authorized to  24 
 
work in the United States.

 (e) A narrative description of the status of the Detroit River  24 
 
International Crossing or a renamed successor, including efforts  25 
 
undertaken to implement provisions of the crossing agreement  26 
 
executed June 15, 2012 by representatives of the Canadian  27 
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government and this state. 1 
 
 (3) After submission of the initial report, a subsequent  2 
 
report shall be submitted on March 1, 2017, June 1, 2017, and  3 
 
September 1, 2017 and shall include the same information described  4 
 
in subsection (2) for the applicable previous fiscal quarter. 5 
 
 Sec. 393. The department shall promote best practices for  6 
 
public transportation services in this state, including, but not  7

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House Bill No. 5294 as amended April 27, 2016  
trunkline federal aid road and bridge construction, the department  1 
 
may expend up to $10,000,000.00 on highway maintenance activities  2 
 
to support safety-related, high-priority, and other deferred  3 
 
routine maintenance needs on Michigan's state trunkline network. 4 
 
 Sec. 396. In soliciting proposals for contractual services,  5 
 
other than construction contracts, the department shall obtain  6 
 
assurance that the respondents have the financial capability,  7

If roads innovation funds are not released by a 1- 4 
 
time concurrent resolution pursuant to section 1j(5) of 1951 PA 51,  5 
 
MCL 247.651j, on or before October 1, 2016, the department shall  6 
 
prepare a report that specifies the portions of total Michigan  7 
 
transportation fund distributions to be withheld from the state  8 
 
trunkline fund and each local road agency. The department shall  9 
 
present the report to the state budget director, the senate and  10 
 
house appropriations subcommittees on transportation, the senate  11 
 
and house standing committees on transportation, and the senate and  12 
 
house fiscal agencies on or before November 1, 2016.

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appropriated. At the close of the fiscal year, any funds remaining  1 
 
in the intercity bus equipment and facility fund shall remain in  2 
 
the fund and be carried forward into the succeeding fiscal year.  3 
 
 Sec. 702. Money that is received by this state as repayment  4 
 
for loans made for rail or water freight capital projects, and as a  5 
 
result of the sale of property or equipment used or projected to be  6 
 
used for rail or water freight projects shall be deposited in the  7 
 
rail freight fund created by section 17 of the state transportation  8 
 
preservation act of 1976, 1976 PA 295, MCL 474.67. At the close of  9 
 
the fiscal year, any funds remaining in the rail freight fund shall  10 
 
remain in the fund and be carried forward into the succeeding  11 
 
fiscal year.

 Sec. 713. On or before November 1, 2016, the department shall  11 
 
report to the state budget director, the house and senate  12 
 
appropriations subcommittees on transportation, and the house and  13 
 
senate fiscal agencies on the status of commuter rail demonstration  14 
 
projects in the state, including the disposition of rail cars  15 
 
leased by the department for commuter rail service. 16 
 
 Sec. 735. For the fiscal year ending September 30, 2017, the  17 
 
appropriation to a street railway pursuant to section 10e(22) of  18 
 
1951 PA 51, MCL 247.660e, is $0. 19 
 
 
 
AERONAUTICS FUND 20 
 
 Sec. 801. Except as otherwise provided in section 903 for  21 
 
capital outlay, at the close of the fiscal year, any unobligated  22 
 
and unexpended balance in the state aeronautics fund created in the  23 
 
aeronautics code of the state of Michigan, 1945 PA 327, MCL 259.1  24 
 
to 259.208, shall lapse to the state aeronautics fund and be  25 
 
appropriated by the legislature in the immediately succeeding  26 
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fiscal year. 1 
 
 Sec. 802. The legislature encourages the department to find  2 
 
private entities or local public agencies to assume ownership and  3 
 
operating responsibility for airports currently owned by the  4 
 
department.

CAPITAL OUTLAY 6
