CONSTITUTION OF MICHIGAN OF 1963

§ 21 Ineligibility for other office.
Sec. 21. Any justice or judge of a court of record shall be ineligible to be nominated for or elected to an
elective office other than ajudicial office during the period of his service and for one year thereafter.
