or 20 or nore victinms who were placed in danger

(c) There were 2 to 9 victins who were

pl aced i n danger of physical injury or death, or

4 to 19 victinms who were placed in danger of

property 1 0SS. .. ... 10 points
(d) There were fewer than 2 victins who were

pl aced i n danger of physical injury or death,

or fewer than 4 victinms who were placed in danger

of property 10SS. ... . . 0 points

(2) All of the following apply to scoring offense variable 9:

(a) Count each person who was placed in danger of physical injury or loss of life or property asavictim.

(b) Score 100 points only in homicide cases.
