	 The Clerk received the following dissent from Rep. Elder:

	 I am submitting my dissent to protest against the actions taken by the majority party in the House of Representatives 
when it failed to allow constitutionally guaranteed recorded votes on amendments to the budget. Members of our caucus 
are fighting hard for a budget that supports our middle class, invests in our crumbling roads and bridges, ensures strong 
public safety and provides a top-rate education for our kids. To that end, multiple amendments were offered that would 
have resulted in a budget bill that more closely reflected these priorities. Explicit written evidence of the necessary 
1/5  support within the chamber required for a record roll call vote, was ignored and dismissed in violation of the 
Michigan Constitution. This is not what democracy should look like. The constitutional rights of both myself and my 
constituents were violated. I protest these actions.
